“I often lose focus in class because I am thinking 
about my birth family or other things… oops I have 
just missed what the teacher has said so now I can

not do the work .”

“Please don’t ask me
to bring in to school a
‘baby’ photo because I

may not have one.”

“If I need to be sent out
of the classroom please
do it in a respectful way
as I have experienced

the worse rejection
ever.”
