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1 Introduction

Maternal Health Disparities

Maternal health disparities are a pressing issue in the United States and globally. The National

Institute of Health reports that 50,000 women in the United States suffer from pregnancy

complications annually, and Black women are at least three times more likely to die due to

pregnancy-related complications when compared to white women. One in three US families

cannot afford diapers and the price of baby formula and other items continues to increase. The

average price of diapers has increased by 14% in a year on top of diaper taxing. These price

increases have made it especially difficult for low-income families to afford these kinds of

postpartum resources. The pandemic has only exacerbated these disparities. Raising a child is a

huge financial burden for a family. In 2018, "the annual price of a child care center for two

children under age 5 was estimated at $20,544" (American Progress, 2019). These kinds of price

increases disproportionately impact low-income BIPOC families, making it critical that we target

this problem.

The Maternal Outcomes for Translational Health Equity Research Lab (MOTHER) strives to

address and eradicate the inequities that Black women face through research, advocacy, and

mentorship by confronting and dismantling the system that enables and perpetuates racism for

Black birthing people. Our mission is to achieve a world where BIPOC-birthing people who

want to become mothers can efficiently and comfortably receive equitable access to high-quality

healthcare. Our goal is to create a world where black women do not face maternal health

complications due to racism, homophobia, and sexism.

During my Laidlaw project, I will specifically be working with the Community Engagement,

Advocacy, and Policy Committee (CEAP) of the MOTHER lab, which aims to create and

strengthen relationships with community partners and tackle the social structures that are

currently failing Black birthing people. The CEAP committee of the MOTHER lab is currently

working on creating Nurture kits, which are a postpartum resource that provides necessary

supplies to low-income families who may not otherwise be able to afford them. These resources

include breast pumps, portable changing pads, and other postpartum resources.

The Nurture Kit initiative is critical as maternal health disparities continue to expand. The

purpose of the Mother Lab "Nurture Kits" program is to raise money for expecting mothers and

guardians who are low-income while raising awareness about access to essential postpartum

resources. These Nurture Kits aim to provide 40 prep packs for expectant families and families

with newborns that need these resources. Our main partnership was with SomerBaby, a

community-based organization that emphasizes maternal health resources.

Summer Research Project Overview

Throughout my research project, I investigated the impacts of the Mother Lab’s Reproductive

Nurture Kits on alleviating the burden of pregnancy for low-income families; based upon our

survey response from Nurture Kit recipients, I created plans to adjust resource allocation and

Nurture Kit design to maximize its benefit for low-income BIPOC families. To conduct this

research project, the Mother Lab team first focused on additional funding for our Nurture kits to

increase supply for more families. Secondly, we organized a community outreach event in

collaboration with SomerBaby as well as several local community-based organizations over the

6-week research period to raise awareness about Nurture Kits and other postpartum resources.

The event would also open the opportunity to provide Nurture Kits directly to new families.

Over the summer, we planned to host doulas and other maternal health experts for our

community event to provide postpartum support and education for new parents. We had also

collaborated with SomerBaby to reach out to potential families and parents that would benefit

from the reproductive Nurture Kits. Additionally, in collaboration with SomerBaby, the Mother

Lab team designed a survey to ask recipients about their experience with the nurture kits. These

surveys were successfully distributed through members involved with Somerbaby. The

qualitative survey asked recipients about the most significant benefits of the resource kits and the

parts of these resource kits that may need to be improved or adjusted to better suit their needs.

Moving forward with the project, we plan to compile the results of these surveys for a

quantitative analysis through Stata, which will allow us to adjust our resource allocation,

marketing, education outreach, and kits accordingly.
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2 Research Project

Nurture Kits

The Mother Lab is still aiming to provide 30 "Nurture Kits" for expectant families as well as

families with newborns that are low-income or in need of baby and postpartum essentials. These

Nurture Kits are a prep kit that provides resources to be made readily accessible to families.

A critical element of supplying these Nurture Kits included funding as well as assembly. The

crowdfunding for 50 kits is equivalent to $18,172, and we are still working towards that goal. In

order to accomplish this goal, the Mother Lab aimed to establish a mutual aid format to solicit

donations. We also made a partnership with Somerville's Family Learning Collaborative

community program, SomerBaby. SomerBaby has been providing resources to support

low-income families since 2016. Funding for this project supported a one-year partnership with

SomerBaby (July 2023-June 2024).

The Center for Black Maternal Health Reproductive Justice (CBMHRJ) at Tufts University

School of Medicine is a leader in Maternal and Child Health research and Community

Engagement. MARCH, a student organization at Tufts affiliated with the CBMHRJ, has worked

with SomerBaby over the past two years for MARCH’s Annual Mother’s Day Fundraiser, which

has sponsored Diaper Drives to fund over 5,000 diapers for local families.

While SomerBaby has been in existence for 7 years, there is a need to better understand

the needs and outcomes of Somerville families. According to their director, Ms. Fernanda Villar,

there’s still significant room for improvement in parent outreach & engagement. These Nurture

Kits were created to expand the reach of SomerBaby's Nurture Kit initiative to provide even

more postpartum and baby items to families. This project will also help bridge the gap between

research, advocacy, and community engagement. This SomerBaby-Tufts University Partnership

is an opportunity for the Tufts community to support this essential mission.
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Qualitative Survey

The three main aims of the qualitative survey were as follows:

1. What barriers and challenges are Somerville parents, especially those from non-English

speaking and immigrant backgrounds, experiencing when trying to access local family support

services provided by SomerBaby (i.e., free home visits by doulas, parent workshops, free

diapers, etc.)?

2. What types of support systems and resources do new parents in Somerville report needing the

most?

3. How can SomerBaby, a local community program, sustain lasting relationships with

community members as well as partnerships with Tufts students, researchers, and academics in

the future?

At the start of the survey, there was a consent process that introduced the study, provided contact

information for respondents, and listed out the key information that must be considered.

Furthermore, it went into depth on why a respondent was being asked to fill out the survey, the

reason for the survey itself, and the possible risks and benefits. Additionally, the preface of the

survey stated that after finishing the survey, respondents would be given a $15 gift card as

payment. The limitations of the survey included age (respondents had to be over 18 years old),

that a respondent had to be a parent or guardian of a child younger than 3, and had to live in

Somerville, MA, USA

The survey itself had two different options depending on whether the respondent identified as a

mother, father, or a different kind of guardian. It asked questions about the worries of the

respondents, the resources that they were utilizing, whether or not they had heard about

additional resources, and more.

Towards the end of the summer project, the surveys that were collected on a physical copy were

converted to the virtual form as well for the quantitative analysis portion of the research project.
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Community Engagement Event

Throughout the majority of the summer, the Mother Lab largely coordinated the “SomerBaby

Family Event,” which was initially set to take place on August 17th, 2024. The Somerville

Family Day was in collaboration with SomerBaby and aimed to be a fun family event that

provided the opportunity to give out Nurture Kits and informational pamphlets about maternal

health resources. While the project was initially set to take place on August 17th at the Chuckie

Harris Playground, there were some logistical difficulties in coordination, so it has now been

postponed to November at the latest.

The Somerville Family Day was meant to provide a space for new families and parents/guardians

in Somerville to build community and relationships. It also provided opportunities to give out

Nurture Kits, ask for survey respondents, and get the community connected with Somerville's

resources.

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Quantitative Analysis

Unfortunately, there were several challenges that interfered with the original timeline of this

project. The project and the community engagement event has spanned out up until November

rather than the initial timeline of June/July. Additionally, there were difficulties with scheduling

and availability with the Chuckie Harris Playground. While enough surveys were completed by

community members, several of these surveys were also on physical copies and conducted

verbally. As a result, we had to take more time inputting these physical copies into the online

Qualtrics system.

As a result of these hurdles, the quantitative analysis portion of this study has just begun, and

there are no final conclusions to the study.

Nonetheless, the MOTHER lab has coordinated plans to quantify the results of the survey and

use the platform, Stata, to perform the quantitative analysis. This analysis will be the next steps

of this project.
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03 Conclusions

Conclusions and Takeaways

My research project sought out to maximize the benefits of reproductive Nurture Kits for new

families and parents. This research project emphasized the importance of addressing the holistic

needs of new families, especially in the postpartum period. From the survey responses, I

discovered that new parents face challenges not only in the physical recovery of birth, but also in

mental health, social support, and access to essential reproductive resources.

Our main focus with these surveys was to identify gaps in maternal care and recognize the fact

that families struggle with the transition of having a newborn due to inadequate support systems.

Further, we need to emphasize comprehensive and accessible resources.

The main component of our project centered around the "Nurture Kits" which are meant to be

tailored for new families. During the survey period and the process of garnering the results of the

survey, I made several reflections on the state of maternal health resources; it made me realize

the significant gap in resources for new mothers. There are various elements that make the

postpartum period incredibly challenging and go far beyond the physical strains. Furthermore,

mothers pointed out that household chores were incredibly challenging. Mothers/guardians

pointed out that they often felt like they had a larger burden for caretaking. They also mentioned

feelings of being underappreciated and more upset during postpartum.

Moving forward, it will be interesting to incorporate items that aid with mental health support

and provide an access point to childcare services in order to alleviate these burdens. I’ve

definitely found that I’ve become even more passionate about the topic of maternal health.

Moving forward, I hope to pursue a leadership in action project that encompasses maternal

health.
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
